1. Using a 36 grit sand paper, rough up the top and
bottom of the balusters to expose the cellular urethane
core. Repeat the same step on the top and bottom
rails around the holes for the balusters. This provides
the best possible surface for urethane adhesive to
work properly.

2. Apply urethane adhesive to roughed up areas so
adhesive will squeeze out to the edge of the balusters.

3. Assemble a complete section of top and bottom
